A petition for a recount of
votes for secretary of the Sopho-
more cla~s was circulated Thurs-
daY following one of the closest
claSS elections in years. Joan
Hamilton, Greek, had been de-
clared winner of the Sophomore
secretaryship with 177 votes. In-
dependent Marjorie Maylor had
polled 176.

'The amendment to the ASSCW
constitution which proposed that
class elections be held once a year
at the same time as student body
elections won a substantial ma-
jority of votes: 842 for; 574
against, but lacked 102 votes for
the necessary two-thirds major-
ity to put it into effect.
